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THE PREAMBLE ð THE SPIRIT OF CRICKET 

 
Cricket is a game that owes much of its unique appeal to the fact that it should be played 
not only within its Laws but also within the Spirit of the Game.  Any action which is seen to 
abuse this spirit causes injury to the game itself.  The major responsibility for ensuring the 
spirit of fair play rests with the captains. 
 
1. There are two Laws which place the responsibility for the teamôs conduct 

firmly on the captain. 

 
Responsibility of Captains 

The captains are responsible at all times for ensuring that play is conducted within the 
Spirit of the Game as well as within the Laws. 
 
Playerôs Conduct 

In the event of a player failing to comply with instructions by an umpire, or criticising by 
word or action the decisions of an umpire, or showing dissent, or generally behaving in a 
manner which might bring the game into disrepute, the umpire concerned shall in the first 
place report the matter to the other umpire and to the playerôs captain, and instruct the 
latter to take action. 
 
2. Fair and unfair play 

 
According to the Laws the umpires are the sole judges of fair and unfair play.  
The umpires may intervene at any time and it is the responsibility of the captain to take 
action where required. 
 
3. The umpires are authorised to intervene in cases of: 

 
Å Time wasting 
Å Damaging the pitch 
Å Dangerous or unfair bowling 
Å Tampering with the ball 
Å Any other action that they consider to be unfair 
 
4. The Spirit of the Game involves RESPECT for: 

 
Å Your opponents 
Å Your own captain and team 
Å The role of the umpires 
Å The gameôs traditional values 
 
5. It is against the Spirit of the Game: 

 
Å To dispute an umpireôs decision by word, action or gesture 
Å To direct abusive language towards an opponent or umpire 
Å To indulge in cheating or any sharp practice, for instance: 
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THE SPIRIT OF CRICKET 

 
a) to appeal knowing that the batsman is not out 
b) to advance towards an umpire in an aggressive manner when appealing 
c) to seek to distract an opponent either verbally or by harassment with 

persistent clapping or unnecessary noise under the guise of enthusiasm 
and motivation of oneôs own side 

 
6. Violence 

 
There is no place for any act of violence on the field of play. 
 
7. Players 

 
Captains and umpires together set the tone for the conduct of a cricket match.  Every 
player is expected to make an important contribution to this.

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COUNTRY CHAMPIONSHIP PLAYING CONDITIONS 
 
1 GENERAL 
 

Except as varied hereunder, Laws of Cricket 2000 Code (4th Edition ï 2010) will apply in 
all matches.  
 
2 PROGRAM 

 
The Country Championship competition shall be conducted in groups as determined by the 
CCNSW Committee of Management from time to time. 
 
The competition Sub-Committee, in liaison with the sponsor (where appropriate), team 
managers and Host Authority, may alter the Program in any manner it deems fit, and report 
such action to the next meeting of the CCNSW Committee of Management. 
 
The Program of matches in this competition for the current season can be found elsewhere 
in this Handbook. 
 
3 DURATION OF MATCHES AND COMPOSITION OF TEAMS 

 
3.1 Number of Overs  

 

All matches shall be of one day's scheduled duration. The matches will consist of one 
innings per side and each innings will be limited to 50 six-ball overs. A minimum of 20 
overs per team shall constitute a match. 

 
Matches will normally be played during daylight hours. Day/Night matches may only be 
played with the prior approval of the CCNSW Committee of Management. 
 
3.2  The Team 

 
A team should consist of twelve players. Eleven fieldsmen only shall be on the field of play 
at any one time. One player in each side, not being the wicket keeper, shall not be 
permitted to bat.  
 
One player in each side, not being the wicket keeper, shall not be permitted to bowl.  
 
The non batter, non bowler and wicket keeper are to be indicated on the team nomination 
sheet.  
 
Interchange of fieldsmen without restriction is permitted, provided no playing time is 
wasted. However, Law 2.5 will apply (Fielder absent or leaving the field). 
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4 HOURS OF PLAY AND INTERVALS 
 

4.1 Hours of Play 
 

a) Day Matches 
 

1st Session 9.30am  to 1.00pm 
Innings Interval 1.00pm to 1.45pm 
2nd Session 1.45pm to 5.15pm 

  

If the innings of the team batting first is completed when fewer than 60 minutes to 
the scheduled time for the innings interval, the interval shall take place 
immediately and the innings of the team batting second will commence 
correspondingly earlier.   
 

If the innings of the team batting first is completed 60 minutes or more prior to the 
scheduled innings interval, a 10 minute interval will occur and the team batting 
second will commence its innings and the interval will occur as scheduled. 

 

b) Day/Night Matches 
  

Where approved, Day/Night matches will consist of 2 sessions of play, each of 3 
and a half hours duration, with intervals equal to those set for day matches. Actual 
playing times shall be approved by the CCNSW Committee of Management. 
 

4.2 Extra Playing Time 
 

Provision has been made to allow an extra 105 minutes playing time which means the 
finishing time can be rescheduled. Overs can be recalculated in the case of lost time so 
that play does not continue past the end of the over in progress at 7.00pm, but can do if 
necessary to complete the overs. 

 

5 LOST TIME 
 

5.1  Lost Time at Start 
   

a) Where the start of play is delayed up to 105 minutes, no reduction in the 
number of overs to be bowled will be made. However, the above hours of 
play and intervals shall be adjusted accordingly by the Umpires, in 
consultation with the Referee (where available). 

 

b) Where more than 105 minutes are lost prior to the start of play, the number of 
overs to be bowled in each innings shall be reduced as follows, and innings 
intervals shall be adjusted accordingly.  

 

Actual Playing Time Lost Interval 

106 ï 120 minutes 30 minutes 

121 ï 149 minutes 20 minutes 

150 minutes or more 10 minutes 
 

 

5.2 Interval between Innings 
 

In 50 over matches where the innings of the team batting first concludes 60 minutes or 
more prior to the scheduled innings break, an innings interval (10 minutes) shall be taken, 
and the team batting second shall commence its innings. The luncheon interval shall then 
be taken as scheduled. All other matches the innings interval will be taken when the team 
batting first is dismissed.

6 LENGTH OF INNINGS 
 

6.1 In an uninterrupted match: 
 

a) Each team shall bat for 50 (six-ball) overs unless all out earlier. 
 

b) If the team fielding first fails to bowl the required number of overs by the 
scheduled time for cessation of the session (210 minutes), play shall 
continue until the required number of overs has been bowled. Unless 
otherwise determined by the Umpires, in consultation with the Referee 
(where available), the innings of the team batting second shall be limited 
to the number of overs bowled by it, at the scheduled time for cessation 
of the second session.  

        

The over in progress at the scheduled cessation time shall count as a 
completed over. The interval shall not be extended and the third session 
shall commence at the scheduled time.  

 

The Referee, after consultation with the Umpires, may increase the 
number of overs to be bowled by the team bowling second if the referee 
is of the opinion that events beyond the control of the bowling team 
prevented that team from bowling the required number of overs by the 
scheduled time for the cessation of the innings of the team batting first. 

 

c) If the team batting first is all out, and the last wicket falls after the 
scheduled time for the interval, the innings of the team batting second 
shall be limited to the same number of overs as the innings of the team 
batting first (the over in which the last wicket falls to count as a complete 
over). 

 

d) If the team fielding second fails to bowl 50 overs or the number of overs 
as provided in 4.1 (a) by the scheduled cessation time, the hours of play 
shall be extended until the required number has been bowled or a result 
achieved. Unless determined otherwise by the Umpires in consultation 
with the Match Referee, and in discussions with the Scorers, penalty of 
six (6) runs per over may be awarded to the batting side for each over 
short of the required number at the scheduled, or rescheduled, cessation 
time. 

 

6.2 In matches where a start is delayed by more than 105 minutes or where play 
is suspended: 

   

a)   The object should always be to rearrange the number of overs so that 
both teams have the opportunity of batting for the same number of overs 
(minimum 20 overs each team in 50 over matches). 

   

b) The calculation of the number of overs to be bowled shall be based on 
an average of 14.28 overs per hour, in the total time available for play. 
The reduction in the number of overs to be bowled shall be determined 
by the Umpires in consultation with the Referee (where available). 

 

In determining the available time for play the Umpires, in consultation 
with the Referee (where available), may: - 

        

¶ extend the hours for play to 7.00pm at the latest, 
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¶ reduce the innings interval by up to 20 minutes, but only in 
circumstances necessary to allow both teams to complete a 
minimum of either 20 overs or 10 overs depending on the length of 
the match 

 

c)   If the number of overs of the team batting first is reduced, a fixed time will 
be specified for the completion of its innings as determined by 
recalculation of the overs to be bowled.  

   

d) If the team fielding first fails to bowl the required number of overs by the 
scheduled time for cessation of the second session, play shall continue 
until the required number of overs has been bowled, and Rule 6.1 (b) 
shall apply in a 50 over match. 

   

e) If the team batting first is all out, and the last wicket falls at or after the 
scheduled time for the interval, the innings of the  
team batting second shall be limited to the same number of overs as the 
innings of the team batting first (the over in which the last wicket falls to 
count as a complete over). 

   

f) If the team fielding second fails to bowl the reduced number of overs, or 
the number of overs provided in Rules 4.1 (a) and 6.1 (d), the hours of 
play shall be extended until the required number of overs has been 
bowled, or a result achieved. 

 

g)   If the innings of the team batting second is delayed or interrupted, and it 
is not possible for that team to have the opportunity of batting for the 
same number of overs as the team batting first, the overs to be bowled 
shall be reduced at the rate of 14.28 overs per hour, for time lost. 

  

6.3 Recalculation of Overs 
   

a)  in all circumstances where it becomes necessary to calculate a reduced 
number of overs to be bowled: 

   

Refer to Table ï Loss of Play in Limited Overs matches on page 49 
   

b)  fractions are to be ignored in all calculations of overs. 
 

 

7 DRINKS ON THE FIELD 
  

Two drinks breaks per session shall be permitted, after the 17th and 34th overs. Each 
interval shall be kept as short as possible and in any case shall not exceed 5 minutes. Law 
15.9 shall apply except that under conditions of extreme heat the Umpires may permit 
extra intervals for drinks. 

 

An individual player may be given a drink either on the boundary edge or at the fall of a 
wicket, on the field, provided that no playing time is wasted. No other drinks shall be taken 
onto the field without the permission of the Umpires. Any player taking drinks onto the field 
shall be dressed in proper cricket attire. 
 

8 DECLARATIONS 

Law 14 will not apply in these matches. The Captain of the batting team may not declare 
his innings closed at any time during the course of a match. 
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9 FIELD RESTRICTIONS ï POWERPLAYS 
  

a) At the instant of delivery, there may not be more than 5 fieldsmen on the 
leg side.  

 

b) In addition to the restriction contained in clause 9 (a) above, further 
fielding restrictions shall apply to certain overs in each innings. The 
nature of such fielding restrictions and the overs during which they shall 
apply (hereinafter referred to as the Powerplay Overs) are set out in the 
following paragraphs.  

 

c) The following fielding restrictions shall apply:  
 

i) Two semi-circles shall be drawn on the field of play. The 
semi-circles shall have as their centre the middle stump at 
either end of the pitch. The radius of each of the semi-circles 
shall be 30 yards (27.43 metres). The semi-circles shall be 
linked by two parallel straight lines drawn on the field. The 
fielding restriction areas should be marked by continuous 
painted white lines or ñdots  at 5 yard (4.57 metres) intervals, 
each ñdot  to be covered by a white plastic or rubber (but not 
metal) disc measuring 7 inches (18 cm) in diameter.  

 

ii) During the first block of Powerplay Overs (as set out below), 
only two fieldsmen shall be permitted outside this fielding 
restriction area at the instant of delivery.  

 

iii) During the second and third Powerplay blocks only three 
fieldsmen shall be permitted outside the fielding restriction area 
at the instant of delivery.  

 

d) During the non Powerplay Overs, no more than 5 fieldsmen shall be 
permitted outside the fielding restriction area as per appendix - fielding 
restrictions on page 74.  

 

e) In the event of an infringement of any of the above fielding restrictions, 
either umpire shall call and signal ñNo ball .  

 

f) Subject to the provisions of 9 (d), the Powerplay Overs shall apply for 20 
overs per innings to be taken as follows:  

 

i) The first block of Powerplay Overs (block of 10 overs for an 
uninterrupted match) shall be at the commencement of the 
innings.  

 

ii) For the remaining second and third block of Powerplay Overs 
(blocks of 5 overs for an uninterrupted match), one block shall 
be taken at the discretion of the fielding captain and the other at 
the discretion of either of the batsmen at the wicket. If an 
uneven number of overs are required for each block of the 
Powerplay Overs, the fielding captain shall have the greater 
number.  

 

iii) A batsman must nominate his teamôs Powerplay no later 
than the moment at which the umpire reaches the stumps at the 
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bowlerôs end for the start of the next over. The fielding captain 
may nominate his team s Powerplay any time prior to the 
commencement of the over. The umpire who will stand at the 
bowlerôs end for the commencement of a Powerplay block shall 
determine which side first made the request.  

 

iv) It shall be the onus of the captain to inform the umpires of 
their intention to take a Powerplay. The umpires shall not ask or 
remind either captain regarding their option to take a 
Powerplay. If in the opinion of the umpires, neither captain has 
advised them of their intention to take a Powerplay it will be 
assumed that no Powerplay is in effect.  

 
 

v) Once a side has nominated a Powerplay, the decision cannot 
be reversed.  

 

vi) Should either team choose not to exercise their discretion, 
their Powerplay Overs will automatically commence at the latest 
available point in the innings (i.e. in an uninterrupted innings, 
one unclaimed Powerplay will begin at the start of the 46th 
over).  

 

g) In circumstances when the number of overs of the batting team is 
reduced, the number of Powerplay Overs shall be reduced in 
accordance with the table below. For the sake of clarity, it should be 
noted that the table shall apply to both the 1st and 2nd innings of the 
match.

h) Each block of Powerplay Overs must commence at the start of an over.  
 

i) If play is interrupted during the first or second Powerplay and on 
resumption the overs required to be bowled in that Powerplay have 
already been exceeded, then subsequent Powerplay(s) will assume to 
have been taken consecutively up to that point.  

 

j) If play is interrupted during the first Powerplay and resumes during the 
second Powerplay, the second Powerplay will be deemed to have been 
nominated by the fielding captain.  
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k) If play is interrupted during a Powerplay and on resumption the total 
number of Powerplay overs has already been exceeded, then the 
fielding restrictions will be lifted immediately. Note: This is the only 
circumstance under which the Powerplay status can be changed during 
an over.  

 

l) If following an interruption while a Powerplay is not in progress, it is 
found on resumption that the recalculated number of Powerplay overs 
remaining equals or exceeds the number of overs to be bowled in the 
innings, then the Powerplay will commence at the start of the next over.  

 

m) At the commencement of each discretionary block of Powerplay Overs, 
the umpire shall signal such commencement to the scorers by rotating 
his arm in a large circle. If the batting side has chosen the Powerplay the 
umpire shall signal this to the scorers by tapping his hands above his 
head after the signal.  

 

n) The umpire shall also indicate to the fielding captain before any signal is 
made that the batting side has chosen its Powerplay.  

 

o) A light or other indicator shall be displayed on the scoreboard whenever 
the Powerplay Overs are being bowled, along with the number of overs 
remaining in the current block of Powerplay Overs.  

 

10 NUMBER OF OVERS PER BOWLER 
  

No bowler shall bowl more than 10 overs in an innings. 
 

In a delayed or interrupted match where the overs are reduced for both teams or for the 
team bowling second, no bowler may bowl more than one-fifth of the total overs allowed. 
 

Where the total number of overs is not divisible by 5, one additional over shall be allowed 
to the maximum number per bowler necessary to make up the balance. 
 

In the event of a bowler breaking down and being unable to complete an over, the 
remaining balls will be bowled by another bowler. Such part of an over will count as a full 
over in so far as each bowler's limit is concerned. 
 

Restrictions apply to young bowlers of medium pace or faster in regard to the number of 
overs, which are allowed in a spell and in a daysô play ï see Playing Condition Number 27. 
 

11  NO BALL 
 

a) Law 24 will apply in these matches except that no bowler may deliver the 
ball underarm. 

 

b)  A bowler is permitted to bowl 1 (one) ball per over which passes, or 
would have passed, above shoulder height of the striker standing upright 
at the crease. In the event of any further such delivery in the same over, 
either Umpire shall call and signal óNo Ballô. 

 

c)  A one (1) run penalty shall apply to any No-Ball, in addition to any runs 
scored from that delivery. 

  

d) Law 42.6(b) (i) (ii) - High Full Pitched Balls will apply.

11.1 Free Hit after a Front Foot No Ball 

 (a) The delivery following a No Ball called for a foot fault (Law 24.5) shall be 
a free hit for whichever batsman is facing it. If the delivery for the free hit 
is not a legitimate delivery (any kind of No Ball or Wide), then the next 
delivery will become a free hit for whichever batsman is facing it. 

 (b) For any free hit, the striker can only be dismissed under the 
circumstances that apply for a No Ball even if the delivery for the free hit 
is called a Wide. Changes to fielding positions are only permitted if a 
different batsman is on strike for the free hit delivery. The bowlerôs end 
Umpire shall signal a free hit by (after the normal No Ball signal) 
extending one arm straight upwards and moving it in a circular motion. 

 
12 WIDE BALL - JUDGING A WIDE 
  

a) Umpires are instructed to apply a very strict and consistent interpretation 
in regard to this Law in order to prevent negative bowling wide of the 
wicket. 
 

b) Any offside or legside delivery, which, in the opinion of the Umpire, does 
not give the batsman a reasonable opportunity to score, shall be called a 
wide. As a guide, a delivery that passes outside the leg stump without 
any contact with the Striker's bat or person shall be a wide, unless the 
ball passes between the Striker and the stumps.   

 

The above provisions do not apply if the striker makes contact with the 
ball. 

 

13 NO BALLS AND WIDES - BOWLING ANALYSIS 
  

No Balls and Wides not scored from shall be added to the relevant bowlerôs analysis, as 
they occur, during the course of the innings. 
  

Note: An over cannot be classified as a óMaiden Overô if a No Ball or Wide occurs 

during the over. 
 

14 COVERING OF THE PITCH 
  

The pitch will be completely covered in the event of rain in accordance with the Pitch 
Covers Policy, on page 161 of this Handbook. 

 

15  FITNESS OF GROUND, WEATHER AND LIGHT 
  

 a) The Umpires shall be the final judges of the fitness of the ground, 
weather and light for play. The Umpires will only suspend, or continue to 
suspend play for bad light when they consider that there is a risk of 
serious physical injury to the batsman. Amongst the facts to be 
considered are the background, sightscreens and the type of bowling. 

 

Before deciding to suspend play, or not to resume play after an interval 
on account of bad light (but for no other reason), the Umpires shall 
establish whether the Captain of the batting team (the batsmen at the 
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wicket may deputise for their Captain) wishes to continue in unfit 
condition. If so, his wishes shall be met. 

      

In addition, if during play, the Umpires decide that the light is unfit, only 
the batting side shall have the option to continuing play. After agreeing to 
continue play in unfit light conditions, the Captain of the batting side (or a 
batsman at the wicket) may appeal against the light to the Umpires, who 
shall uphold the appeal only if, in their opinion, the light has deteriorated 
since the agreement to continue was made. 

  

b)  After any suspension of play, the Umpires, unaccompanied by any of the 
players or officials shall, on their own initiative, carry out an inspection 
immediately the conditions improve and shall continue to inspect at 
intervals. Immediately the Umpires decide that play is possible they shall 
call upon the players to resume the game. 

 

15.1 Lightning 
 

Play shall cease immediately, in the event that a lightning flash is followed by thunder less 
than 40 seconds later. Play shall not resume until 30 minutes after the last lightning flash. 

No person may enter the field of play during the period that play is suspended under this 
rule. 
 

16  TIME WASTING 
 

16.1 Deliberate Action 
   

Umpires should fully take into account any deliberate slowing down of the tempo by either 
batsmen or fieldsmen, where it may be seen to be the disadvantage of the opposing team, 
e.g. in the case of a team fielding second slowing down the game, knowing it might win a 
shortened match on run rate. 
  

16.2 Sight Screen Adjustment 
   

It shall be the responsibility of the batting team to provide persons to move sight screens 
as required by the batsmen. In the event that this does not occur, the Umpire shall require 
play to continue without the sightscreen being moved. 

 
 

17 THE RESULT 
 

17.1 Determination of Winner 
 

a)  A result can be achieved only if both teams have batted for at least 20 
overs in 50 over match, unless one team has been all out in less than 20 
overs or unless the team batting second scores enough runs to win in 
less than 20 overs. All matches in which both teams have not had an 
opportunity of batting for a minimum of 20 overs in 50 over match, shall 
be declared óNo Resultô with the higher seeded team progressing.   
 

 

b) In matches where both teams have had the opportunity of batting for the 
agreed number of overs (ie the maximum allotted overs each in an 
uninterrupted match, or a lesser number of overs in an interrupted 
match), the team scoring the higher number of runs shall be the winner. 
If the scores are equal, the result shall be a tie with the higher seeded 
team progressing. 
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17.2 Target Score 
 

If, for any reason, the team batting second has not had the opportunity to receive the 
agreed number of overs, the winner shall be determined by assessing whether or not a 
target score is achieved. The target score is determined by the Duckworth Lewis System. 

 

a)   A Tie 
 

In the event of a tie, the following will apply: 
 

i) The team losing the lesser number of wickets will be the 
winner. 

   

ii) If both teams are all out, the team with the higher overall 
scoring rate will be the winner. 

   

iii) If the result cannot be decided by a) i) or ii), the winner will 
be the team with the higher score: 

   

¶ after 30 overs, or, if still equal, 
   

¶ after 20 overs, or, if still equal, 
 

¶ after 10 overs. 
 

  iv)         If still equal, the match shall be declared a tie. 
 

b)   Competition Points 
 

Points shall be awarded for results gained, as follows- 
 

Result Points 

Win on first innings 6 

Win on first innings, with run-rate 1.25 times that of opposing team, 
subject to (i), (ii) & (v) below. 

7 

Win on first innings, with run-rate 2.00 times that of opposing team, 
subject to (c) (iii), (iv) & (v) below.

Tie on first innings 3 

Draw or no result 0 

Loss on first innings 0 

The result of a match may be a tie on first innings regardless of the number of wickets lost 
by the team batting second. 

(i) In order for the team batting first to gain one bonus point, it must achieve 
victory with a run-rate 1.25 times that of the opposition.   

(ii) In order for the team batting second to gain one bonus point, the victory must 
be achieved by the end of the 40th over (or in a reduced overs match, it must 
bat for no more than 80% of its maximum number of overs). 

(iii) In order for the team batting first to gain two bonus points, it must achieve 
victory with a run-rate 2.00 times that of the opposition.  

(iv) In order for the team batting second to gain two bonus points, the victory must 
be achieved by the end of the 25th over (or in a reduced overs match, it must 
bat for no more than 50% of its maximum number of overs). 
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(v) Where matches are shortened and targets revised through the 
Duckworth/Lewis method, bonus run-rates and bonus defensive targets are 
derived as a function of the revised target score and maximum overs.  

 

18 THE BALL 
 

Four piece Kookaburra brand balls as approved by the NSW Cricket Association shall be 
used in all matches. Balls are to be retained by Umpires at end of matches and returned to 
a representative of Country Cricket NSW. 
 

19  SUBSTITUTES 
 

In normal circumstances, a substitute shall be allowed to field only for a player who 
satisfies the Umpires that he has been injured or become ill during the match. However, in 
very exceptional circumstances the Umpires may use their discretion to allow a substitute 
for a player who has to leave the field or does not take the field for wholly acceptable 
reasons, subject to consent being given by the opposing Captain. If a player wishes to 
change his shirt, boots, etc, he may leave the field to do so, (no changing on the field) but 
no substitute will be allowed. 
 

A player who suffers an injury caused by an external blow (as opposed to an internal injury 
such as a pulled muscle) and has to leave the field for medical attention may, subject to 
the Umpiresô approval, bowl immediately after his return, irrespective of the length of time 
for which he has been absent. 
 

20  EXCHANGE OF TEAM LISTS 
 

Before the toss for innings, the Captain shall nominate his players who may not thereafter 
be changed without the consent of the opposing Captain. Team lists so exchanged shall be 
handed to one official Umpire for his retention. 
 

21 PLAYER ELIGABILITY 
 

For any player to be eligible to play in any Country Cricket NSW competition they must be 
registered with and or have played at least 1 match within their respective Zone 

 

22 RIGHT OF NSW COUNTRY COMMITTEE OF MANAGEMENT 
 

The CCNSW Committee of Management reserves the right to vary the draw and these 
playing conditions from time to time. 

 

23. CLOTHING, EQUIPMENT & FOOTWEAR 
 

All teams participating in the Country Championship must wear white/cream clothing and 
pads. Club and sponsors logos may be displayed on the front of the playing shirts up to 
100sq cm in area respectively. Players are only permitted to wear the cap of the Zone or 
Association they are representing, or alternatively, a white cricket hat.

BOWLING RESTRICTIONS 
 

BOWLING GUIDELINES ï WORKLOAD GUIDELINES 
 

The following is designed to reduce the risk of injury and enhance the bowling 
development of junior cricketers both in game and training situations. 

 

5-12 years-of-age 
 

Å Restrictions in place for player development ï all players to bowl in every 
match unless injured or at risk of injury; 

 

Å Six (6) legal balls per over with a maximum if eight balls in any one over 
including wides and no-balls. 

 

13 years and above 
 

Å Restrictions are in place predominately for safety but also for 
development purposes; 

 

Å Maximum overs in a day includes all overs on that day and that if a 
second innings commences on the same day (i.e. outright opportunity) 
restrictions still apply. 

 

For players playing more than one match in a given day the daily restrictions 
should still apply. 

 

REST PERIODS 
 

The minimum rest periods between spells for medium and fast bowlers will be at 
least the same number of overs bowled from the same end as the bowlersô 
immediately concluded spell.

27.2 Change of Bowling Type 

Where a bowler changes between medium pace (or faster) and slow bowling during an 
innings- 

 a) if the bowler begins with medium pace (or faster), the bowler is subject to 
the Playing Condition throughout the day; and 

b) if the bowler begins with slow bowling and changes to medium pace(or 
faster), the Playing Condition applies from the time of the change, and all 
overs of slow bowling bowled prior to the change shall not be taken into 
account in either the current spell or the innings limit

Bowling: guidelines for total weekly workload (Under-14 to Under-19 bowlers) 
 

Current research suggests that the total number of deliveries bowled in a week is 
closely linked to the potential for injury. 

 

At first-class level (average age 27 years) it has been shown that total workloads 
of more than 170 balls results in a 1.45 times increase in the risk of injury. This is 
a potential area of concern in younger age groups when growth, motor 
development and physical maturity factors are taken into account. 

 

For under-14 to under-19 bowlers it is recommended that a sensible strategy is: 
 

Å if one (1) to ten (10) overs of match deliveries are bowled in a week a 
bowler should follow the workload training guidelines. 

Å if eleven (11) to twenty (20) overs of match deliveries are bowled in a 
week a bowler should NOT bowl more than twice at training during that 

week. 
Å if twenty one (21) to Thirty (30) overs of match deliveries are bowled in a 

week a bowler should NOT bowl more than once at training during that 

week. 
Å if thirty (30) overs or more of match deliveries are bowled in a week a 

bowler should NOT bowl at all at training during that week. 
 

Despite these guidelines, injury may still occur. If symptoms develop, particularly 
in the lower back, seek early medical assessment of the problem. 
 

The above recommendations were developed with weekly club/school cricket in 
mind and they are not necessarily appropriate for junior cricket carnivals, which 
may have children playing multiple days of cricket consecutively. 

 

It should also be noted that coaches, administrators and parents should be aware 
of the training workloads and any other competition playing commitments, in the 
2-3 days leading up to and immediately after the aforementioned 
competitions/junior carnivals. 

 

These recommendations have been developed with the junior cricket playerôs best 
interest in mind. Cricket Australia hopes that coaches and team managers can 
understand this and help to provide the safest possible environment for our junior 
players.

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LIMITED OVER MATCH PLAYING CONDITIONS 
 
1 GENERAL 
 

Except as varied hereunder, Laws of Cricket 2000 Code (4th Edition ï 2010) will apply in 
all matches.  
 

2 PROGRAM 
 

The Country Colts competition shall be conducted in groups as determined by the CCNSW 
Committee of Management from time to time. 
 

The competition Sub-Committee, in liaison with the sponsor (where appropriate), team 
managers and Host Authority, may alter the Program in any manner it deems fit, and report 
such action to the next meeting of the CCNSW Committee of Management. 
 

The Program of matches in this competition for the current season can be found elsewhere 
in this Handbook. 
 

3 DURATION OF MATCHES AND COMPOSITION OF TEAMS 
 

3.1 Number of Overs  
 

All limited overs matches will be of one dayôs duration and will consist of one innings per 
team, each innings being limited to 60 six-ball overs. All matches on the last day except for 
the Final will be a maximum of 50 overs per side and be played under Country 
Championship Playing Conditions (see pages 34 ï 48). 

 
Matches will normally be played during daylight hours. Day/Night matches may only be 
played with the prior approval of the CCNSW Committee of Management. 
 

3.2  EXCHANGE OF TEAM LISTS 
 

Before the toss for innings, the Captain shall nominate his players who may not thereafter 
be changed without the consent of the opposing Captain. Team lists so exchanged shall be 
handed to one official Umpire for his retention. 
 

A team should consist of twelve players. Eleven fieldsmen only shall be on the field of play 
at any one time.  
 

One player in each side, not being the wicket keeper, shall not be permitted to bat.  
 

One player in each side, not being the wicket keeper, shall not be permitted to bowl.  
 

The nominated non batter, non bowler are to be indicated on the team nomination sheet.  
 

Interchange of fieldsmen without restriction is permitted, provided no playing time is 
wasted. Law 2.5 (Fielder Absent of Leaving the Field) shall apply.
